Upon the submission of a successful nomination for election, the candidate will be emailed a notice of validity confirming that the nomination was valid. This notice includes the details the candidate has entered on the nomination which will be printed on the ballot paper. You must check the information carefully and inform Electoral Services as soon as possible if an amendment is required. 
At parish by-elections, candidates will be emailed after the deadline for the submission of nominations to confirm if the election is contested or not. 
Electoral Services will pass the contact information for the newly elected parish councillor to the parish clerk.
